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This is a synopsis of the new and corrected functionality included in iNAP version 1.3.15.  The primary objectives for this release are to limit the actions available to Helpdesk users, implement aging for user profiles, and rebrand NAP to iNAP – the Integrated National Application Portal.

Installation
No user action is required.

New or Changed Functionality
· Password Managers are no longer permitted to Reactivate, Disable or Edit user accounts.
· Account Managers are now permitted to Reactivate and Disable user accounts.
· The View User Account menu item has been added on the Manage All Accounts screen to allow Password and Account Managers to view details for a user account in a read-only mode.
· User profiles with no activity for 330 days, based upon last authorization date, will be Removed.
· All screens, user messages, e-mails and reports have been rebranded from NAP to iNAP.
· Cancel buttons have been added to the Request Access, Edit Profile, and Request Application Access pages.

Reports Changes
· Last Authorization Date has been added to Standard Reports.
· Application Access Approval and Access removed query items have been added to Analytical Reports.

Defects Fixed in this Version
· User and password e-mails are no longer sent when the name is changed for a user profile.
· A user-friendly error message is now presented when attempting to link a second eAuth or Login.gov to an account.
· The entire page is now scrollable on the Request Access, Edit Profile, and Request Application Access pages.
· The verification contact panel has been adjusted to allow the labels to fit on a single line.

Additional Changes
· Calls to the iNAP web services are now logged to allow future analysis and monitoring.
