[bookmark: _GoBack]BR 1.5.9 is scheduled to be deployed in ICBS production on 05/12/2020

Change Request/Bug Fixes 

Below is the description of the changes that are scheduled to be implemented in this business release. There are total of 17 change requests in this release. There was 1 more defect reported. On research and discussion with ICBS SME, it was found that it is working as expected. Details about that is mentioned in the release note.


Alerts
1. CR 3427 – Alert showing issues that are still “included in shipment” in DEFAULT queue

User would like the system to move DELAY_INCLUDED_IN _SHIPMENT alert to a different queue which helps the users to monitor these important alerts daily.

With this fix,
The user can monitor DELAY_INCLUDED_IN _SHIPMENT alert in NWCG_ISSUE_FAILURE queue when order has been in ‘Included in shipment’ status for seven days since order creation.
   
2. CR 3489 – Alerts for split IROC orders showing up in queues in all caches

When IROC sends one Request message (‘PlaceResourceRequestExternalReq’) that gets split into multiple incident issues in ICBS, then all the NWCG_ISSUE_SUCCESS alerts must be assigned only to corresponding shipping cache and this alert shouldn’t show up in the other cache’s Alert console.

With this fix,
When IROC sends one Request message, that gets split into multiple Incident Issues in ICBS, all the alerts will have same cache assigned and the alert will not show up in different caches.


Billing Transaction
1. CR 3488 – Billing Transaction review search
The Billing Transaction Review console, Billing Transaction Review Search is giving 1000s of records on each search, even when a specific number is mentioned in Max Records.

With this fix,
On Billing Transaction Review Console page the ‘Max Records’ is removed from search criteria and search results will depend on input criteria. 

Incident/Other Orders

1. CR 3494 – Duplicate IncidentID sent from IROC
On the incident details screen, the 10 character IncidentID is being shown.

With this fix,
The Incident details screen will show 32 character IncidentID.

2. CR 3508 - NWCG add 2 letter code translations for incident types
Post ICBS IROC interface, IROC is using new Incident Type codes. These codes need to be added in ICBS.

With this enhancement,
The new codes will be added in ICBS. Corresponding Code Value will be shown on the Incident List and Incident Issue screens.

Loftware
1. CR 2406 – Shipping Status Report Change
In Shipping status report, few details in the report are not required or of any use to the users, hence it was asked to be removed.

With this fix,
Few fields like Shipment number, Date shipped, Est delivery date, Items back ordered were removed from the report.

Mobile Terminal

1. CR 2661 - NWCG (android scan gun enhancement) – Retrieval Highlight Trackable ID#
When entering multiple trackable id’s for the same item, the previous entered/scanned trackable id should stay on the screen highlighted after clicking on ‘Done’.

With this enhancement,
Trackable ID that user enters/scans stays in the field, but remains highlighted so that can be replaced by next scan/enter. 

2. CR 2644 – Android Scan Gun Enhancement –Adhoc move-Add “View List” button to display all the items
On the Adhoc Move Header Screen add “View list” button to display all the items that are being scanned to move.

With this enhancement,
The view list button is created in Adhoc move header screen, so the user can see the list of items that have already been entered/scanned and a task is already created for them.

3. CR 2643 - Android Scan Gun Enhancement –Assigning Users to Putaway tasks
On Putaway screen, it need to assign a user to a task only when user scans the ItemID and confirms the item in the task.

With this enhancement,
A task will be assigned to user, only when the user enters or scans an item, instead of assigning a task to the user as soon as user enters the location.

4. CR 3053 - Android Scan Gun Enhancement –Inventory Inquiry screen 
Inventory screen on the scan gun does not show empty locations.

With this enhancement,
All the locations will be shown in the Inventory inquiry screen, along with the empty locations. New column is added to show the dedicated locations.

Reports

1. CR 3398 – Trackable ID and Reports problem
The Trackable ID’s were not showing correct in the Return Worksheet Report.

With this fix,
The Return Worksheet Report view is modified and correct Trackable id’s are shown. And the Year is made not mandatory for Other Orders.

2. CR 3438 – Archived Reports: Cache Transfer Summary Report
Cache transfer Summary Archived Report was not showing the correct history data.

With this fix,
The report is modified to show the history data in this report.

3.  CR 3290 – Fix Loss Use Percentage in Incident Summary And Loss Use Report
In report “Incident Summary And Loss Use” the “Loss use percentage” is shown incorrectly. It is happening when the incident has been replaced with another incident.

With this fix,
Two separate lines will be shown for the item that was issued to one incident but returned to another replaced incident. 

Returns

1. CR 3356 – Trackable Returns Status fields
In Return lines, on Incident return screen for trackable items, the status should be auto default to the status that the item is originally returned as.
            And not allow trackable id’s to be returned with multiple statues on the first line.

With this enhancement,
User can enter the quantity against the item status and the same item status will get auto populated against the trackable id detail line.
Entering multiple status for same trackable item will not be allowed and once the quantity has been entered for an item with an item status, it cannot be edited.

 System

1. CR 3481– Message discrepancy when resending create request to IROC
On “Manual Update to IROC” screen by selecting only one order line and clicking on send a confirmation dialogue box is shown with verbiage “Are you sure to send single order line request” which is changed.

With this fix,
By selecting only one order line and clicking on send the confirmation dialogue box verbiage is changed to “Do you confirm sending manual update to IROC?” 

2. CR 3490 – NWCG Manual resend of single line item returned errors on all other line items 
When we send manual create message for one line only, upon success response from IROC, UpdateNFES for all the lines is being sent automatically.

With the fix,
When CreateRequest is being sent, it will not be followed by sending UpdateNFES for all items. ICBS SME will send UpdateNFES for items separately.

UI

1. CR 3476 – NWCG various references to ROSS vs IROC still in ICBS
User has reported four references containing “ROSS” and this sould be replaced with “IROC”

With this fix,
In the user reported references, “ROSS” is replaced with “IROC”

Working as Designed defect

Incident Console

1. CR 3472 – Error message covers useful message
In Incident details page, user asked to remove the error message that covers the message ICBS generates which explains what the problem is.

Research – The error dialogue box is result of out of box sterling validations. We do not have the code to make changes to it. The error in the incident details page is where we made changes so more detailed and appropriate error message is shown to the users.
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
